e  Shirts must be tucked in at all times and
fully buttoned.

Under shirts must be white with no visible
writing.
Shirts must be properly sized. Tight, form
fitting, baggy or oversized shirts are not
permitted.
e  There will be no skin showing around the
midriff or back. (An easy test for this is to
fully raise your hands above your head.

Blouse: A solid color (based on grade level), long
or short sleeve front buttoned blouse with a collar
may be worn if fully buttoned and tucked in. There
will be no skin showing around the midriff or back.
(An easy test for this is to fully raise your hands
above your head. If there is no skin showing, the
shirt size is acceptable.).




NO TURTLENECKS

Fleeces: Lake Michigan Catholic fleeces may be
worn over a school shirt. The fleece must be
purchased through Land’s End ONLY. No other
fleeces will be accepted. Navy only.

Coats & Sweatshirts are NOT acceptable.

Sweater/Vest: Must be a Solid Color (White,
Navy, or Maize only) knitted sweater material must
be worn over a school uniformed shirt. Sweater
must be a crew neck, v-neck, or cardigan. No
hoods.

Slacks:

e  Middle School — Docker style Navy Blue

e High School — Docker style Khaki slacks
are to be worn at the natural waist with a
belt. Slacks with a worn or faded look are
unacceptable.

e Belts: Must be worn and through all
loops at all times

All Grades
e (Cargo and corduroy slacks are not
permitted.

e No rips, fraying or fringes.

e No tight-fitting or extremely baggy
pants, leggings, sweatpants or other
athletic attire.

e Socks: Socks must be worn at all times.

e No Capri’s

¢ No short half sweaters

Shoes: Dress shoes or tennis shoes must be worn.
No open toe, flip flops, slippers, sandals or other
“beach wear”. All shoes are required to have a
closed heel as well.

Hair Code:
e  Hair must be clean, neat and well-
groomed.

e  Extreme hair styles/colors are not to be
worn by any students.

e Boy’s hair should be neatly trimmed and
may not extend below the bottom of the
collar and should be out of their eyes.

e No ponytails, dreadlocks, or mohawks.

e  No beards, moustaches and extended
sideburns. Sideburns are not to be worn
below the earlobe.

Tattoos: No visible tattoos are allowed.

NO TURTLENECKS

Fleeces: Lake Michigan Catholic fleeces may be
worn over a school shirt. The fleece must be
purchased through Land’s End ONLY. No other
fleeces will be accepted. Navy only.

Coats & Sweatshirts are NOT acceptable.

Sweater/Vest: Must be a Solid Color (White,
Navy, or Maize only) knitted sweater material must
be worn over a school uniformed shirt. Sweater
must be a crew neck, v-neck, or cardigan. No
hoods.

Slacks:

e  Middle School — Docker style Navy Blue

e High School — Docker style Khaki slacks
are to be worn at the natural waist with a
belt.

Required color Hunter/Classic Navy Plaid.

All Grades
e Cargo and corduroy slacks are not
permitted.

¢ No tight-fitting or extremely baggy
pants, leggings, sweatpants or other
athletic attire.

e Socks: Socks must be worn at all times.

¢ No short half sweaters

Shoes: Dress shoes or tennis shoes must be worn.

Hair Code:
e  Hair must be clean, neat and well-
groomed.

are to be worn at the natural waist with a
belt. Slacks with a worn or faded look are
unacceptable.

e Belts: Must be worn and through all
loops at all times

Shoes:
e CLEAN GYM OR TENNIS SHOES AND
DRESS SHOES ARE ACCEPTED.

FRIDAY SPIRIT DAY UNIFORM: To be worn
on Friday’s ONLY!

e Students may wear their in season jersey
(with coaches permission) or other LMC
Laker Top.

e  Students are to wear their uniform pants on
Friday Spirit Days.

e  Students are to follow the established shoe
guidelines on Friday Spirit Days as well.

Earrings: Earrings must be tastefully displayed in
the ears only and all other jewelry items must be
school appropriate.
